	The Distribution Loss Factor DLF is calculated from the sum of the 12 monthly kWhs metered at the NMI, divided by the sum of the OneSteel consumer site metered KWh.


ASSESSMENT OF DLFS 

In determining the DLF, the following points have been considered;

• DNSPs must assign customers to the appropriate DLF categories based on their connection characteristics;

• DNSPs must identify the appropriate generators and consumers who require site-specific DLFs and determine their site-specific DLFs based on the required data;
