6 Why you are seeking an individual exemption, and why you believe that an exemption (rather than a retailer authorisation) is appropriate to your circumstances.
We are a solar company and only want to offer the energy to the customer from the solar array. This will be an addition to customers existing arrangements with their energy provider.

7 The primary activity of your business (for example, managing a shopping centre).
Installing PV arrays on commercial buildings, shopping centres, child care centres, hospitals, local and regional councils and more. 

8 The form of energy for which you are seeking the individual exemption (electricity or gas). For electricity, please state whether the network you propose to sell is directly or indirectly connected to the main grid or is (or will be) an off-grid network.
We seeking an exemption for electricity generated by solar PV array situated on a building or ground mounted next to the building that needs the option. This will be on an off grid network initially.

As soon as the exception is granted and posted on your public on line notice board.

10. Details of any experience in selling energy, for example:  

· date/s and location/s of previous operations
[1]From 2007 I have been in the PV solar industry. This started in Germany, India and Australia, including project development of utility grade solar farms in Europe and India which requires close cooperation with the retail and network authorities in those countries.  

[2] 1999 to 2001 working with Energex as Software Contractor setting up and running software for the trading floor energy trading room. In order to perform this work I had to learn how the energy business operated from generation to end user customer.  

[3] A director of SCENERGY [Don Burt], worked for Ergon and Energex for 13 years. His job was negotiating PPA with companies like SCENERGY. His last job in that position was the PPA for the Sugar Mill at Jacob's Well QLD. This is a 30MW power plant powered by sugar waste.

11. An explanation of which activities will be conducted in-house and   which will be contracted out to third parties.
We have a design division

A build and fit division

A billing and accounting division

A legal and compliance division

A sales and products division. 

All of the above are part of the joint venture company so all of the work is handled in house. All licenses for installation and electrical contracting etc are current at this time.

We do not hold an energy retail license at this time.

13. Particulars relating to the nature and scope of the proposed operations
We have the following customers waiting in the wings to come onboard as soon as we are approved to connect them.

C class customers = 1MW - 4.9MW Number waiting 5

15. What is your pricing structure - will you charge for energy only or
are there other fees? Will you charge only for energy consumed or all energy generated?

Initially we will only charge for the energy the PV array we provide produces. 

It is important to note that in the meantime our arrangement will not interfere with the existing arrangement with existing retailers.

Are there related companies and what is their function? Do you intend to transfer any functions to any other related companies and, if so, what are they?
There are no related companies at this time.

17. Do you intend to sell to commercial or residential customers, and what size systems will you install?
Our focus is on Commercial, Industrial, and Government 

System sizes = 100KW to 4.9MW

There are no plans at this time to offer any products or services to domestic subscribers.

18. Do you intend to use fixed term contracts and, if so, how long will they be?
We will offer contracts of between 10 to 12 years or longer depending on the customer requirements.

19. Under what circumstances can the customer terminate the agreement and at what cost?
When a customer sells the building and the new owner does not want to take up the option of cheaper energy. Or

When the long term tenant quits the building and the owner has no tenant.

SCENERGY will reclaim their equipment at this time.

20. What happens when the contract ends? Who owns the system?
SCENERGY will always own services and repair the equipment. 

21. Are you providing other services (for example, accommodation/leasing of property) to persons on the site who you intend to sell energy to? Or will your only commercial relationship to persons on the site be the sale of energy? If you are providing other services, please specify what these services are, and the contractual or leasing arrangements under which these services are being provided.
There are no plans at this time for any other services.

22. What types of meters will be used? For example, basic/accumulation meters, manually read interval meters or remotely read interval meters? Will these meters allow your customers to change retailers (i.e. not source their energy from you)? 
All systems are equipped with online real time meters. This enables the customers to see in real time what their usage and indebtedness is at any time. This system is in addition to the existing meters installed. These include

Cyclometer Display, 

Dial Display, 

E1 Single Phase

E2 Single Phase Dual Element, 

E3 Three-Phase

And Smart Meters of all manufacturers so approved.

The SCENERGY online meter is also a zero to grid device. This can be programmed according to the approval from the network provider’s requirements for time of day, day of the year and physical location. 

23. What accuracy standards apply to the meters? Do the meters comply with Australian Standards? If so, specify which Standard or Standards. For electricity meters, will the meters comply with National Measurement Act 1960 (Cth) requirements for electricity meters installed from 1 January 2013?   
All of the systems we install are installed behind the meter. Zero to grid devices are deployed on all installations also. The existing meter supplied by the network operator will be to the requirements of the network operator, AEMO specifications and Aust grid connection policies.     

24. In what form and how often will customers be billed? Will you be issuing bills yourself or through a billing agent? 
Customers can choose when they are billed, weekly, monthly, 3 monthly 6 monthly or annually. We have our own billing engine which talks to all of the online meters mentioned above. Because this is setup to work with minimal intervention by humans there are no plans at this stage to outsource it.   

25. What dispute resolution procedures do you intend to put in place to deal with energy related complaints and issues?
Our 24/7 call centre which is already set up has access to all of the above mentioned data. Call centre staff are very experienced and highly trained to handle any dispute and satisfy the customers. 

26. Will you make energy efficiency options available to your customers? Will your network incorporate solar or other generation options for sustainability purposes?  If so, will you use gross or net metering?  
By making the building more efficient and stopping it from wasting energy the PV array will perform much better. This also drops the daily consumption of the building as much as 25% in some cases. It also improves the HFAC section J requirements and power factor issues.

All customers will be offered this service free of charge which includes behavioural change education programs which will be conducted from time to time and whenever new staff are engaged by our customer. 

Because we are deploying zero to grid technology all of the energy produced by the generator will be available to the building. 

Net metering will be used in all our billing cycles.   

27. Please provide any further information that you consider would assist us to assess your application.
Our plan is to become a full scale generation and retail energy company in Australia. 

We are focusing on selected states, QLD, NSW and SA. We plan to create opportunities for businesses in local areas to co-operate with us in delivering services and products to the end customer. This will create more opportunities for jobs in each of these businesses especially in regional areas.
